TRAFFIC VOLUME REPORT - WHATCOM COUNTY

2022 SUMMARY REPORT

During 2023, the Traffic Management Center (TMC) of the Northwest Region created Ramp
and Roadway Volumes Report for Whatcom County. Traffic counts were taken from
January 2022 through December 2022 from vehicle detection loops.

The following interstate and state highways are included in this report:

1) I-5 from Samish Way to the Canadian Border
2) SR-9 from Sumas Ave to the Canadian Border
3) SR 539 from Badger Rd to the Canadian Border
3) SR-543 from H St to the Canadian Border

Average weekday volumes (AWD) were computed from Tuesday through Thursday data.
AM and PM peaks correspond to the highest hourly volumes. If a peak occurred outside of 6
to 9:45 AM or 2:30 to 6:45 PM, it is indicated in the report with an asterisk (*). The peak
times for those locations are noted in the appendix.

NOTE: All roadway drawings are NOT drawn to scale.
